A Touch For A Vision
Proverbs 29:18

Intro: Without a vision the people perish. We are in desperate need today of the vision of God. The church at Laodecia thought that they were rich, increased with goods, and had need of nothing, but they knew not that they were poor, blind, miserable, and naked. Jesus told them in Revelation 3:18, “Anoint thine eyes with eyesalve that thou mayest see.” We are in need of a vision correction procedure from God! I am drawn to reference the passage from I Sam 10:26 which says, “And there went with him a band of men whose hearts God hd touched.” This is what we need again! Those who are touched by God will have a vision that sustains the people of God. We need God to touch our hearts with a vision. We need:

I. A Vision for Souls: John 4:35 “Behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white already to harvest.” Matt 9:37‑38 “Then saith he unto his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few; Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth labourers into his harvest.” We must visualize the harvest. We need to see the field across the street, across the state, and across the seas! When we do visualize the harvest we will conclude that the harvest is plenteous, it is precious, and it is perishing (white). We need God to touch our hearts with a vision for souls. We need:

A. A Compassionate Vision: Matt 9:36, “When he saw the multitudes, he was moved with 
compassion on them, because they fainted and were scattered abroad, as sheep having no 
shepherd.”
B. A Compelling Vision: Luke 14:23 “Go out in the highways and hedges and compel them to 
come in that my house may be filled.” 

C. A Conquering Vision: Some doubt-peddler will certainly say that we can’t win souls today 
without compromising to worldly standards, but to them I declare Romans 8:37, and I John 4:4

II. A Vision of Success: It may seem that we have failed in our soul-winning campaigns, church building enterprise because of a seeming lack of results at times, but we must remember that God sponsors no failures. No man whose heart God has touched is a failure. Some times we see wickedness in high places, and we believe that we have lost, but brethren we can not quit just before the ultimate victory! We need God to touch our hearts with a vision of success. Do you have a vision of this church being the largest and most influential church in town? I do. I can envision success. I do not define success in numbers, but I can envision success in numbers. Furthermore, I can envision us meeting this goal without compromise. It will take work, but it can be done, if we remain in unity. We need a vision of success in:

A. Bringing in the People: It must be acted on with an enthusiastic, energetic effort

B. Building: In order for our building to be to the glory of God we must be dedicated, determined, 
and have a great desire.

C. Binding: Matt 16:19 “And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and 
whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on 
earth shall be loosed in heaven.” That which is forbidden on earth will also be in heaven. If we 
pray in the will of God and faith God will put supernaturally in action that which we believe and 
request naturally here. The power of prayer is awesome, and we need a vision of success in binding. For this we will have to get serious, secret, make supplication.

III. Vision of a Surge in Church Growth: 

A. Growth in Membership

B. Growth in Ministries

C. Growth in Money: we should be mindful of this. Be obedient that the work of God will be 
funded.

It is better to shot at something and miss than it is to shoot at nothing and hit!
IV. A Vision of Sinners in Unevangelized Countries: 1 billion souls in China, 750 million in India countless millions in Haiti, Honduras, and several million here in the USA! We need a:

A. Tearful Vision: Psalms 126:5-6

B. Tender Vision: Matt 11:28

C. Terrifying Vision: Is 5:14 “Hell hath enlarged herself and opened her mouth without 
measure.” There is an eternal holocaust of souls taking place! Will we get a vision of these 
sinners and have a burden to strengthen our support of missions to reach them?

V. A Vision of the Saint and the Church’s Potential: The world has yet to see what God can do with one man whose heart is totally surrendered to him. Will you be that one man?

A. A Cattleman’s Vision: acres of untouched pasture land. He would know what to do and rise to 
the challenge.

B. A Farmer’s Vision: rich, black, fertile soil. He would break it up, sow it, cultivate it, and reap 
the harvest.

C. Christian’s Vision: souls saved, sanctified, separated, spirit-filled, saturated with the Scriptures, 
and satisfied with the Savior. We know what to do. The potential is real, but we need the touch of 
God for the vision.

It reminds me of Joseph and his dreams. He dared to dream though his brethren hated him, his father rebuked him, and his dreams did not come to pass for quite some time. One said that church is a place where people should come to dream and never fall asleep. If you have a vision, a dream, you too will be faced with disappointments, but for those who dare to dream, are touched with a vision, they can experience great reward. If you will be touched with a vision:

1. You May Watch You Life Go Right Backwards To The Way You Envisioned.

2. You May Not Be Appreciated By The Persons That You Would Like To Share The Joys Of Your Dreams With.

3. You May Not Find That The Road To Your Vision Is An Easy One At All.

4. You May Even Find Yourself Wondering If Your Visions Will Ever Come True Or Not, Or Wondering If It Was Worth It To Ever Have Dreamed At All.

5. You May Want To Just Forget It All And Just Go Back To Life Before You Dared To Dream, But You Can Not.

6. However, If You Never Are Touched With A Vision, You Will Never Get The Opportunity To Fulfill The Vision.

7. The Chance To Fill One Dream Is Worth Dreaming A Thousand Dreams.

8. Dare To Envision A Family That Is Converted And Saved, Children Who Grow Up To The Honor And Glory Of God, And A Home That Has A Little Heaven In It.

9. Dare To Dream About Souls That Will Hear The Gospel And Be Converted And Grow The Church, Sunday School, And Go To Work Here At Truth FCM.

10. Dare To Dream About A Knowledge Of God’s Word, God’s Spirit, God’s Worship, And God’s Will.

11. Dare To Dream About A Land Where There Is No More Heartaches, Sorrows, Death, Crying, Sickness, Sin, Satan, Tragedy, Pain, Strife, War, And Turmoil Of Life.

Conclusion: Dare to dream, and pay the price for those dreams. You will find that even when life goes wrong and you find yourself in Egypt, the Lord will be there with you working out all your life to make it better than you ever dreamed. Aim for nothing and you will surely reach it, but shoot for the stars, and you just might catch the moon. And one day all that know the Lord will go to a land that goes beyond our fondest hopes and wildest dreams. Have you been touched with a vision for your life that you would like to talk to God about?
